· Practicing the example that Jesus showed us. 
· Dealing with negative feelings in your subconscious mind. If you continue to ignore these feelings, your unresolved emotional pain will manifest through sleeplessness, physical pain, illness etc.

· Taking back control of your life from the people who hurt you and your emotions.
· Moving on with your life. So do it for yourself; forgive and then live!
